New Life Financial Policies for PEACE Trips
New Life has experienced exponential growth in PEACE Trip participants.  The number of individuals going to the Mission Field has grown from 16 to over 100 in just a single year. With added growth comes added administration cost and time. 

In order to simplify the process of record keeping & administration, the following guidelines will apply to ALL PEACE Trips: 

1. A scheduled payment system will be set up by each Trip Leader. 

There will be a minimum of three (3) payments for each trip based on departure date. 

EXAMPLE:  If the trip leaves in July and costs $1300 the payment plan would be: 

A. $100 deposit due when applying for the trip

B. $400 due in March

C. $400 due in May

D. $400 due in July

2. The primary source of funding should be sponsor letters sent to family, friends, and acquaintances. A PEACE Plan response form and PEACE Plan return envelope (with the church address) MUST be included with each letter. These forms and envelopes will be supplied from the church. All donations through these letters should be returned with the response form in these envelopes. 

3. Fundraising for your trip costs may be done on an individual basis OFF CHURCH PROPERTY. 

A. All fundraising activities must be approved by the Team Leader

B. Funds raised should be forwarded to the church on Payment Dates.

Contact Karen Chenoweth (724-946-2816 ext 206 or kchenoweth) for further information about the church's fundraising policies and to place your information in the Missions Newsletter.  The missions table in the church foyer is the headquarters for all missions sign-ups, fundraising order sheets and the Missions Newsletter.

D. Email Pastor Greg Marshall (gmarshall7@aol.com) with your information for the bulletin and screen slide.

4. Final Payments will be due at the discretion of the Team Leader, but no less than 2 weeks prior to the departure date. 

5. Funds from group fundraisers will be divided and distributed as determined by Team Leaders.  

EXAMPLE:  The Ukraine team does a spaghetti dinner and raises $1000. These funds may go towards buying VBS supplies, etc.
